· Distribute parent consent forms (included in the toolkit) before the event. A signed form is required for students under 18—parents don’t need to be present.
· Share the form via paper copies, school website, email, etc.
· Tip: Turnout improves when teachers collect forms in class rather than relying on nurses or other staff.

· Attached in the Toolkit is a generalized student video. Feel free to include this in your promotion.
· Spread the word—social media, school newsletter, morning announcements, and flyers around campus help raise awareness.
· Send reminders leading up to the event.
· Encourage teacher participation—it boosts student engagement.
· Consider offering a small incentive (e.g., a prize for the class with the most forms returned).
